Effect of Double Fellowship on Election Results

According to HKAM Regulation 8(7)(a), not more than one member of any single College may be elected to the Council under the category of elected Council members.  The Academy has sought legal advice on the effect of double Fellowship (carried by nominees) on the election.  According to the legal advice, if a nominee is a member of 2 Colleges, his status as a member of both Colleges cannot be changed unless he ceases to be a member of one of the Colleges.  The following scenarios show how double Fellowship will affect the election results, assuming 5 vacancies and 7 nominees.
